UML Diagrams from ROSE under Windows

I have used Rose under Windows 2000 to produce UML diagrams for a design document. My experience is limited so don’t be surprised if you find other and better ways than those proposed here.

1) If  you are using WORD or FrameMaker under Windows you can simply copy and paste your diagrams from Rose to the Design document. If you are using another word processing application on Windows you can probably also copy and paste. If not, follow the suggestion for postscript transformation below.

2) If Rose and the word processing application is running on different platforms, then I suggest to produce a postscript file on WIN of each diagram and make an encapsulated postscript file on Linux.

a) Produce the postscript file in Rose:

i. select a  postscript printer, e.g., the “Generic Postscript Driver” (available from Adobe for Mac and WIN) or “Print to file” for a suitable postscript printer.

ii. select orientation, normally portrait.

iii. select “Fit to page”.

iv. generate the postscript file, e.g., uml.ps.

b) Produce the encapsulated postscript file on Linux:

i. Start GIMP and load the postscript file. Note that the default “Resolution” is low and you should increase it, e.g., 300.

ii. crop the image so that unnecessary borders are removed.

iii. select  encapsulated postscript output file, e.g., uml.eps. Enable “preview” and save file.

The file uml.eps can be imported into other word processing applications, e.g., Latex.
